· Desired conditions
· Timber economics

· Infrastructure drives management options
· A land base plan is a powerful document…reach out to those who have gone through the process and reached a baseline.
· How current inventories overlay on the regulatory structure and affect the management of property.
· Make it easier for landowners to assess and form land management plans.
· Need to think about SCALE and its relationship to sustainability. (Statewide to individual landowner)
· Time as a scale:
· What time gap is the right time to measure?
· When is the future point in time to measure again?
· Outreach to private landowners.
· Sustainability means different things to different people..how do we define?
· What is biologically sustainable?
· Is it sustainable in future climate change?
· What can we influence?
· How do we invest in sustainability? Is the fiscal approach sustainable?
· Focus on the loss of working landscapes:
· Why are they changing?
· What incentives would facilitate working landscapes?
